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Change in the Largest Shareholder of Woori Bank

On November 19, 2014, Woori Bank reported that, as of November 3, 2014, its largest shareholder changed from
Woori Finance Holdings Co. Ltd., (which held 596,690,380 shares, formerly representing a 100% equity stake) to
Korea Deposit Insurance Corporation (which held 385,285,578 shares, representing a 56.97% equity stake).

The change in the largest shareholder was caused by the merger of Woori Finance Holdings Co. Ltd., (parent
company & non-surviving entity) with and into Woori Bank (wholly-owned subsidiary & surviving entity).

As a result of the merger Woori Bank acquired the 596,690,380 registered common shares and then cancelled the
shares in accordance with capital reduction procedures. Woori Bank then newly issued 676,278,371 registered
common shares.
